(v)  The Applicant shall operate the lines after approval of Electrical Inspector / Chief Electrical Inspector
of Central Government;

The approval is subject to compliance by Applicant of the requirement of the provisions of the
Electricity Act, 2003 and the rules made there under.

M/s STL shall have to submit the requisite clearances to Central Electricity Authority after obtaining
the same from concerned authorities like Civil Aviation, Defence etc.., at the time of Electrical
Inspection.
