For linemen, safety is extremely important. Working with high-voltage power lines and
equipment poses significant risks, and adherence to strict safety protocols is
nonnegotiable.

Keeping safety at the forefront, robust safety policies, protocols and initiatives safeguard
the well-being of these frontline workers.

» Development of comprehensive safety training programs designed to equip
linemen with the knowledge and skills needed to navigate hazardous working
environments safely.

* By building a culture of safety and providing requisite trainings, organizations
empower linemen.

» Providing state-of-the-art safety equipment and technologies to enhance the
protection in the field.

* Insulated tools and personal protective equipment, and advanced monitoring
systems are some of the measures that play a crucial role in minimizing exposure
to hazards and preventing accidents.

» Site Inspection prior to starting the work and ensuring all necessary safety
management is done.

* Awareness is also being created among the workforce through Safety videos

which are easier to understand. Old incidents and problems related to safety are
explained through videos.

a) A Linewoman form Odisha Power Transmission Corporation Limited
(OPTCL) shared her views on the women representation in the power
sector workforce.

e) A training module to upskill linemen on new technologies-Solar Rooftop,
Smart Metering Electric Vehicle Charging Infrastructure (EVCI), hot line
working etc. In collaboration with a reputed institutions such as NPTI, may
be explored.

g) Imparting necessary first aid training and training in case of the person
getting electrocuted.
